FEASTS:  Mon.30th.  St.Andrew: Apostle and Martyr. He came from Capernaum on the 
shores of Lake Galilee where he was a fisherman like his brother Peter.His association with 
Scotland comes from the fact that his relics were borne ashore at present day St. Andrew’s 
when the ship carrying them to Italy was shipwrecked. They were subsequently interred in 
the Cathedral of Amalfi where they are revered to this day. 
                   Thurs. 3rd. St.Francis Xavier: Born in 1506 in Navarre, Spain, he studied at the 
University of Paris where he met St. Ignatius of Loyola and joined with him to be one of the 
first Jesuits. It was resolved he should travel to the Far East to spread the Gospel there. He 
was ordained in Venice in 1541 and set out on his missionary journey. He arrived in Goa in 
1542 and in 1545 travelled to the Malay peninsula. In 1549 he went to Japan and finally in 
1552 went to China, but died at the mouth of the Canton river just within sight of this great 
country. In every place he visited the Church is present to this very day.

REFLECTION:  A few years ago there was a surprise best-selling book. Called The 
Worst-Case Scenario Survival Handbook , by Joshua Piven and David Borgenicht, it 
offered advice on how to survive all manner of tricky situations, from how to fend off 
a shark to how to deliver a baby in the back of a taxi. Although it was sold as a 
humorous book, all the pieces of advice contained inside were actually real, practical 
strategies that might save a life if one found oneself in that situation. Incidentally, you 
might find it useful to remember that the key to fending off a shark is to attack its eyes 
or its gills before it attacks you. The comedy element of the book lay in the fact that 
most people are unlikely to face either a shark, or a mother in labour in a cab, or many 
of the other difficult scenarios listed in the book, during day-to-day life. Perhaps if we 
did find ourselves facing such a scenario, we might not find the book so funny. Let’s 
hope most of us never need to put its advice into action.  
In today’s Gospel, Jesus is giving his own worst-case-scenario advice to his followers. 
And he doesn’t just say, “If you should find yourself in this situation…” like the best-
selling book – he tells them that they definitely will find themselves in this dire 
situation. This is clearly not meant to be funny. He wants his listeners to treat this with 
the utmost seriousness. 
It can seem a frightening passage – and confusing too. Bible scholars have long 
discussed what event Jesus is actually speaking about. Is it the end of the world? Some 
of the language certainly sounds like the end-times language of the book of 
Revelation. But many scholars are agreed that these words depict the destruction of the 
Temple in Jerusalem. That event happened in AD 70, around forty years after Christ’s 
death, so during the lifetime of many of those who were Christ’s original audience. 
The Jews rose up against their Roman occupiers but were mercilessly crushed. The 
Jewish people were scattered around the world; and Jerusalem and the Temple were 
laid waste. The repercussions of this event are still felt in today’s troubled Middle 
East.  
Jesus describes this dreadful event in language that was designed to have a dramatic 
effect on his listeners and to lodge in their memories. But it isn’t just a warning about 
the destruction of the Temple. What is important for us today is that Jesus offers his 
followers a survival strategy for all worst-case scenarios.  
All this talk about desperate times might seem a bit odd at the beginning of Advent. 
Why, when we are beginning our preparations for Christmas, has the Church decided 
to give us a doom-and-gloom Gospel reading? The Advent season has always had a 
dual focus. We prepare for Christmas, the celebration of Christ’s first coming. But we 
also think about the second coming of Christ, when God’s kingdom will finally be 
fulfilled and God’s plan of salvation for the whole of creation will reach its ultimate 
completion. The Gospel reminds us how much we need a saviour – someone who can 
turn the most desolate of situations into a victory. Someone who can help us survive 
any worst-case scenario. Someone who can provide salvation when we most need it. 
Of course, that person is Jesus Christ. So we begin this Advent aware of our need for a 
saviour and looking forward to the celebration of his coming at Christmas.
